Preamble

Bagalkot 

1.1 Bagalkot taluka is located in the central part of Bagalkot district. It lies between 16o-04`        

      & 16o-21` north lattitude ands 75o – 26` to 76 o – 02` east longitude. The taluka has 

      Bilagi and Bijapur district on the north, Hunagund on the east, Badami in south 

      and Mudhol Tq on the west. It also touches Muddebihal Tq of Bijapur district on south 

      east and Bilagi Tq on north west direction. It has an area of 936 sq Kms, with a 

      population of 2.48 lakhs as per 2001 census. The density of  population is 223 per sq km. 

      Taluka gets an average rainfall of 574 mm per year.

1.2. The taluka has Ghataprabha river as its Northern boundry which later touches Krishna river. 

       Many villages of the latuka are submerged in the back waters of UKP. These villages  are

       rehabilitated as RC villages of Bagalkot district. It irrigates an area of approximately 

       7905 ha. The total irrigated land is 14710 ha of  which 10.000ha is irrigated by bore well & 

       open wells. 12.4% of the land is under forest & 6.5 % uncultivable land is there. 

1.3. Major crops in Bagalkot Tq are Jawar. Bajra &  Maize in the Kharif, wheat, sunflower, 

       cotton in the Rabi. Horticulture crops are more important and have brought fame to the 

       takula. Fruit crops like pomegranate, Banana, Grapes, Sapota & Guava occupy 20% the 

       cultivated lands. Vegetables also form a major crop activity. 

1.4. Bagalkot is included in the list of “Back Ward” taluka of Bagalkot district. Majority 

       units are in the general & mechanical engineering  fabrication, Saw mills, service units & 

       Job Works are also done. Automobile sales and service industry is fast growing. The 

       Bagalkot cement Factory is now closed in 2005 -2006. Presently a mini cement factory is 

       operative near Kaladagi. This was the only big industry in the district. Presently in 

       Education development field BVV Sangha has more than 100 institutions starting from KG 

       to PG and regular colleges to 

       technical & medical. Agrotech park, lot of land available in Navanagar can convert Bagalkot 

       as industrial heaven if they are provided the much needed beginning. 

1.5. Tourism is the supposed to be developing industry. Lack of infrastructure, roads, hotels, and 

       train linkage make it still in the dormancy. Historical places like Kudal Sangam, badami, 

       Tulasigiri & Yalagur temples are all easily accessible from Bagalkot. Hotels & Transport 

       sector is growing now. Labbahadhur shashri Sagar (Alamatti) is another tourist attraction 

       spot.

Chapter -6

Resource Endowment, Natural and Human

Bagalkot taluka

Bagalkot takula is famous for its resources availability Abundant water, Fertile land, Horticulture crops, Mineral wealth and Human resources are the major resource available.

Due to Alamatti dam site - a perennial water belt of 40 Kms on the northern boundary of the taluka, is available. Water is available under ground also. Due to lime deposits the underground water is salty and in most cases not potable.

The land is fertile, ranging from black cotton in the eastern side to alluvial soils at the center and red loamy soil in the south. Crops like Jowar, Sunflower, Maize are grown here. Once famous for oil seeds, cotton and pulses, the area is slowly changing to sugar cane wherever water is available, due to sugar factories nearby.

Horticulture is concentrated near Bagalkot town and extends up to the boundary touching Mudhol tq, with Kaladagi as its center. Fruit crops like Pome granate, Banana, Sapota, Guava and Grapes are grown here. Vegetable growing is also a profitable activity.

Minerals like lime stone, dolomite are available. Soft rocks suited for making statues and idols are available in Shallikeri area (near Badami taluka). Quartzite is also available in traces.

Development of Navanagar (new city for Bagalkot) and Agrotech park near by has made sufficient land available for industrial activity. These areas are being developed now. National highways linking Kolhapur – Raichur (110 Kms in the district) East West and Hubli – Solapur (90 Kms in the district) North South pass in the center of the taluka. The broad gauge connection linking Hubli, Bangalore, Mumbai and Hydrabad will be operative by end of 2007. This will open pendora’s box for the district development.

The human resource is abundant, skilled and proactive. With literacy  around 64%, what is needed is entrepreneurship qualities. The high rate of tolerance and a habit of living with whatever available has made them more contented than they are supposed to be & hence ambitionless Due to delay in implementing rehabilitation activities many entrepreneurs have shifted to near by places like, Bijapur, Mudhol, Jamakhandi & Gadag.

Artisans working in the area of carpentary, stone carving, embroidery & artwork are available in every village. Statues of stone for almost all places in the nearing district / states are all made in & around Bagalkot. We have sculptures of national fame & state fame working in this taluka.

Construction activity, mostly residential houses in Navanagar and rehabilitation centres provides opportunity for development / manufacturing of building  material like bricks, bar bending, doors & windows, water supply & drainage, furniture  and fabrication. 

Though tourist places are not many in the taluka, being district head quarters and well connected by road & train, most of the tourists would like to stay in Bagalkot town. Hence hotel industry and travel industry will have scope for faster growth.

Infrastructure facilities: 

Road and rail connection from Hubli, Belgaum, Solapur and Raichur by highways (from all four directions) is available. It is connected by rail on broad gauge from Hyderabad, Solapur and on meter gauge to Gadag. The broad gauge connectin to Gadag is expected to be established by the end of 2007. It is expected that all north bound trains will pass through Bagalkot then afterwards. Abundant availability of water both surface and under ground makes it resourceful to take up any type of industry. This can help the much needed power generation activities. Fishery can also get resource area, the existing industrial estate at Bagalkot & the developing agro tech park at Navanagar provide ready sites for entrepreneurs & industrialists. Land else where in the taluka is also available in rehabilitation centers. 


Fruit crops grown in the taluka like Pomogranate, Sapota, Banana, Guava, Lime are being sold outside the state and exported  also. 


Good numbers of artisans in the area of wood & Stone carving are present  in the taluka. Soft rocks are available in plenty which are used for sculpture. Building activity is going on and continues to grow.

Industrial Scenario: 

One mini cement plant is operation near Kaladagi. The famous Bagalkot cement unit is closed. Building activity is in full swing. Production and trading of building materials us seen everywhere. Human resource having skills in different traits of building activity like masons, carpenters, bar benders, brick manufacturers, fabricators, plumbers, transportation services are in great demand. General Engineering, Job works, Service activities are also on the rise. Incubation centers in food processing & building materials, training centers providing variety of skills, EDPs are functioning in the taluka. Education from KG to PG and from traditional to technical, Medical  and para medical  courses are available under one roof.
