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Chapter -1

Preamble

Biligi 

1.1 Biligi taluka is located in the Northern part of Bagalkot district. It lies between 16o-03`        

      & 16o-32` north lattitude ands 75o – 73` to 76 o – 49` east longitude. The taluka has 

      Bijapur taluka of Bijapur district on the north. Bagalkot on the Southern east & South.    

      Mudhol Tq on the west. Jamakhandi Tq on north. It has an area of 782 sq Kms, with a 

      population of 1.42 lakhs as per 2001 census. The density of  population is 152 per sq km. 

      Taluka gets an average rainfall of 530 mm per year.
1.2. The taluka touches Krishna river as its Northern boundry. Maximum number of villages of 

       taluka have submerged in Krishna back water and those villages are now rehabilitated in RC 

       villages. Krishna river  irrigates an area of  approximately 6217 ha. The total irrigated land is 

       20561 ha of  which 13,000 ha is irrigated by bore well & open  wells. 15.5% of the land is 

       under forest.& 11.0 % is uncultivable land.

1.3. Major crops in Biligi Tq are sugar cane, Jowar. Bajra &  Ground nut in the Kharif, wheat, 

       sunflower in the Rabi and Ground nut, sunflower in the summer, All sugar mills of bagalkot 

       district are easily accessible & are near. Hence major cultivated crop is sugarcane. Dairying 

       is an important subsidiary occupation. 

1.4. Biligi is included in the list of  “Most Back Ward” taluka of Bagalkot district. Majority 

       units are in the general & mechanical engineering / fabrication, saw mills, service units & 

       Job Works. There are no industrial activities as of now. Rehabilitation and readjustment due 

       to changed circumstance is going on every where. Two sugar factories are operating in the 

       taluka, both in the private sector. 

1.5. Weaving / Handlooms are seen in Girisagar village and near by. The Hubli- Solapur 

       national high way, which is opened recently crosses through the taluka. It runs almost 

       30 Kms in the taluka. This is an important opportunity of open up for industrialization of 

       this taluka.

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Resource Endowment, Natural and Human

Biligi taluka

Identified as the only most backward taluka of the district, Biligi has unique charectoristic features. It is the smallest taluka of the district, 50% of villages of the taluka are affected by back water of UKP. Highest number of persons have received compensation from  the project & Maximum number of rehabilitation centers established. Basically agricultural taluka with most fertile lands of the district, now facing problem of submersion & rehabilitation.

Water, land and man power are major resources available here, with more than 89% people living in villages and literacy percentage at 51%, Which is the least in the district and women literally as law as 35%, the taluka needs urgent steps in the direction of empowerment and usage of available man power in more affective & gainful employments. 

Two sugar factories viz Gem sugars and Badagandi sugars are two big indtstries in the taluka. But for these two there is no other industrial activity worth mentioning. The handloom, weavers of Girisagar and near by places are also on a down ward slide.

Utilizing abundant water, advantage of a highway running through and huge man power have to be the main objectives of any developmental programme. Utilizing land based / agro based activities would be a welcome move. Traditional artisons like carpenters, sculpture, blacksmith, potters and the like have either disguised employment or unemployed. They can be provided employment opportunity by providing them market or by helping them get alternate skills can be tried.

PART – B
Chapter -7
Infrastructure facilities: 

Good roads, connectivity by road to Hubli & Sholapur by national highway and development of rehabilitation centres has provided good connectivity within taluka. 

Sugarcane growing area is on the increase and hence ther is a demand for tractors & transport vehicles and automobile service / repairs there by. Powr availability is not a problem as of now. As of now only 1.5% of the  power consumption is for industrial purpose. 

More than 100 kms of river bank on both sides of the taluka provides grazing land and green fodder for cattle; making it an attractive taluka for dairying activities & fishery activity.  Out of the total cattle population of around 25000, the buffaloes contribute approximately 20000 and high yielding cross breed cows 1000. Good number of sheep and goats are also there. 

Industrial Scenario: 

Two sugar factories are functioning both in private ownership. There are no other industries worth mentioning. Automobile service units, general & mechanical workshops, job workers are spread over the taluks. Biligi town contributes for 90% of such activities. 

Artisans like carpenters, stone carvers, black smiths, leather goods workers are found in all villages. 


Hand loom weavers are  concentrated in Girisagar &  near by villages. Some NGOs have worked for skill up gradation of the rehabilitated people.
