Preamble

Jamakhandi 

1.1 Jhamakhandi taluka is located in the Nort west part of Bagalkot district. It lies between 

      16o-24` & 16o-46` north lattitude and 75o – 28` to 77 o – 28` east longitude. The taluka has 

      Athni taluka of Belagam district on the north-west. Bijapur tq on the north east     

      Mudhol Tq on the south and Bilagi tq on the south-west direction. It has an area of 1169 

      sq Kms, with a population of 4.09 lakhs as per 2001 census. The density of  population is 

      290 per sq km. Taluka gets an average rainfall of 551mm per year.
1.2. The taluka touches Krishna river as its Northern boundry. It irrigates an area of  

       approximately 25731ha. The total irrigated land is 49686 ha of which 12,000 ha is irrigated 

       by bore well & open  wells. 9.8% of the land under forest.& 6 %  uncultivable land is 

       available.

1.3. Major crops in Jamakhandi  Tq are sugarcane, Maize in the Kharif, wheat,Jowar in the Rabi. 

       Though Jamakhandi taluka do not have sugar factories, 5 factories are in the radium of 10-

       15 Kms. Dairying is an important subsidiary activity here. 

1.4. Jamakhandi is includes in the list of “Back Ward” taluka of Bagalkot district. Majority 

       units are in the general & mechanical engineering / fabrication, saw mills, service units & 

       Job Works. The Jamakhandi Sugar Factory is a medium industry running for the past 3 

       years. Rabkavi & Banahatti are famous for power loom activity.

Statistical Profile 

Jamakhandi

· Jamakhandi taluka has 3 hobalies & 32 grama panchayat covering 71 villages

· The taluka consumes 229.73 lakhs units of electricity of which 0.66 lakhs (3%) is for industrial purpose.

· It is a predominantly agriculture dependent taluka, *The taluka is identified as industrially back ward taluka.

· There are 30 bank braches in the taluka with total credit disbursal of more than Rs. 25,000 lakhs every year with a CD ratio of 1.2

· Five urban banks, 38 agricultural credit co-operative societies, 38 milk societies are also operating.

· More than 1100 km of roads are running in the taluka.

· There are 755 SHG’s covering more than 10.000 members in the taluka with financial outlay of 214.00 lakhs.

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Resource Endowment, Natural and Human

Jamakhandi taluka 

Jamakhandi is the north western corner of Bagalkot district. It is near to Bajapur and Belagam an compared to the district head quarters. It also had been the headquarters of old Jamakhandi samsthan. It has visible difference as compared to other taluka of Bagaalkot district. Jamakhandi is agricultural taluka growing mostly Sugar cane and dairying as subsidiary occupation. Sufficient water and active people are the possessions of this taluka. Agriculture & dairying are prospering in this taluka.

Sugar factories near by, Fertile Land and availability of water has helped them grow sugar cane. The Terdal, Radhakavi- Banahattti triangle has industrial out look. The Savalagi belt is dry and remaining part of Jamakhandi is all sugar cane. Other major crops are Jower, Maize, Ground nut, Turmeric., Sericulture.  Poultry for layers is observed near Rabkavi & Terdal. The taluka is classified as industrially backward tq.

Comparatively rich and with good literacy rate of 58% people are industrions. They have ability to take risk. The SHG movement is also stong. Maximum number of SHGS are in this taluka and they are conducted well. Food processing, embroidary, vegetable vending, Tailaring and art work are some activats of SHGS apart from dairying which is main activity for them.  

Agrobased industries, mechanical and general engineering activities, automobile sales and service units have scope here. Transport sector can be further developed. Small units which can process milk and develop milk products can be encouraged.

The SHG network can be further strengthened and skill based activities and good market for their products can be provided.

PART – B
Chapter -7

Infrastructure facilities: 

Good road connectivity to near by places and near by districts is a plus point for Jamakhandi.

Maximum road length with good inter connectivity and highest number of transport vehicles operating in the taluka are advantages for any type of activity in this talukas.

Industrial estate in Asangi  & Jamakhandi and industrial activity near Rabakavi have developed infrastructure for industrialization. Power as of now is not a problem. Power required for future expression can be fulfilled by new power generation units.

Sufficient green fodder available and skilled rural manpower provides opportunities for dairying.  SHG network can be used in the milk production area where as milk processing and production of milk products is possible. The advanced textile training centre between Mudhol and Jamakhandi provides training facilities in printing, dying, weaving with modern technology.

Industrial Scenario: 

General Engineering and Mechanical Engineering activities are more in number. Due to the presence of highest number of transport vehicles, the taluka also has automobile service and repair units. Though milk is produced in large quantity, there are no milk processing units. The KMF and half a dozen milk procuring agencies of neighbouring Maharastra State procure milk from Jamakhandi and nearby places of the taluka. 

Small service units and job works are other areas of micro enterprises.
