FOREWORD
The government of Karnataka is actively engaged in the implementation of the Nanjundappa committee report for development of the most backward taluks in the state. 39 Taluks have been identified for intensive development. Besides the Government of Karnataka is also implementing the suggestions made by His Excellency the President of India shri A.P.J.Kalam during his address to the Legislative assembly  on implementing the scheme for providing urban amenities in Rural Areas. (PURA).
In order to implement these recommendations, the Department of Industries & Commerce Government of Karnataka has initiated to prepare macro level Taluk Potentiality Survey Repots and action preparation of five year action plans to put the recommendations in to practice. The study has covered the pattern of existing Large & medium Industries, Small Scale Industries, Tiny and self employed units and the working of other group sectors.
Small Industries Service Institute Hubli is one of the organizations assigned the task of preparing 15 taluk survey reports in Gulburga & Bidar districts in north Karnataka. This report has been prepared for Bidar   District. Extensive field work has been undertaken, primary & secondary data collected from all field offices of the Government of Karnataka, NGO’s, Eminent people from the trade & Industry, Financial institutions etc The report has considered the strength, weakness, opportunities and threats of the taluk and necessary recommendation has been suggested for industrialization of the taluk. 
It has been observed that while there are a number of institutions and organizations engaged in training activities there is lack of coordination and follow up. There is also duplicity of programmes. A lot of practical problems are faced during extension service in the rural areas starting from identifying entrepreneurs, SHG’s, educated unemployed. There are also difficulties in identifying a suitable place to conduct the activities and are always dependent on some local bank / assn./ to allot their hall . There is hardly any availability of  public address system and teaching aids such as Over Head Projector / LCD projector /Internet connection etc. It is true for all promotional agencies. This is a big handicap as organizing programmes & conducting activities & follow-up, becomes very impractical.

It is therefore suggested that a Knowledge facilitation cum common utility  centre be established in each taluk which will be a nodal centre for all activities to facilitate all agencies  for over all development. The centre may also provide facilities for training, common facilities for packaging of products, demonstration & training in specified trades etc. Such a facility would also be the first step towards implementing PURA in taluks and a great motivating factor for the entrepreneurs.

      The economic & Industrial growth of the taluks is directly and indirectly linked to the development and growth of Bidar  Taluk which is the headquarters of Bidar District.  All economic indicators, strength and measures of the taluk will be a reflection of Bidar Taluk.  Hence a separate SWOT analysis  for the Taluk has not considered.
I must acknowledge the services of CRDC -Consultancy Research & Development Center – an NGO promoted by retired officers of Small Industries Development organization namely Shri P. C Mohanthy, M.S.N.Murthy, and Shri George Kutty for collecting the primary and secondary data within a short period of time and giving their valuable suggestions and advice on the composition of the report and in helping us to draft the report. We are thankful to all the officials & Individuals from various organizations & institutions who have spared their valuable time and efforts to provide the inputs and suggestions.
