Brief report of Bantwal Taluk :
1. Introduction:
a. Location: The taluk is surrounded by the state of Kerala in the south, and the towns of Belthangady and Puttur in the east, the city of Mangalore in the west and Karkala taluk in the north. 
b. Climate: High moisture content in the weather, heavy rainfall during monsoon and hot weather during summer are common features. It will be pouring heavily from June to September.  From March to May the weather will be very hot.
c. Population:  As per 2001 census the total population of the taluk was 361554.  Male population was 178664, which accounts to 49.42 % while the female population was 182890, which accounts to 50.58 % of the total population of the taluk.  Out of the above 306734 persons i.e 84.84 % live in rural areas, while 54820 persons i.e. 15.16 % live in urban area.  The density of population in the taluk is 492 persons per Sq.km, which is more than the district average of 416 persons per Sq.km
d. Strategic advantages: Availability for natural resources such as Agro and Horticulture crops , presence of Tourist spots, railway connectivity are the Startegic advantages of the taluk.
2. Resource Endowment in the Taluk: 

a.  Human Resources: 
As per 2001 census the total population of the taluk was 361554.  Male population was 178664, which accounts to 49.42 % while the female population was 182890, which accounts to 50.58 % of the total population of the taluk.  As per the 2001 census the total number of literate in the taluk was 255387, which roughly works out to 70.64 % of the taluk population.  There are 137533 male literates and 117854  female literates in the taluk.
b. Agricultural Resources: 

Agriculture is one of the main activities in the taluk.  

i. Food crops: The major food crop grown is Paddy.  As on 31.3.2005, paddy is grown in 16280 Hectares and production is 36402 Tonnes.

ii. Pulses: Pulses are being grown in 145 hectares of land with production of 64 Tonnes as on 31.3.2005.

c. Horticultural  Resources
i.Fruits: Major fruits grown are Mango, Banana, Pineapple, Jackfruit and Pappaya.  As on 31.3.2005,  total production of fruitcrops counts to 36766 Tonnes   
 ii.Vegetables: Leafy vegetables (2026 T), Gourd Varieties (2080 T), Tapioca(1069 T), Sweet Potato (847.31 T) are the major vegetables grown in the taluk  as on 31.3.2005.

iii. Plantation crops: Coconut (340.25 Lakh nuts), Arecanut (6904 T) , Betelvine ( 1065.4 Lakh leaves) , Cocoa (740 T) and Cashew (4746 T ) are the major plantation crops grown in the taluk. 

d. Mineral Resources: Major Minerals are not available in the taluk.  Minor Minerals include Building Stones.   Production of Building stones in Bantwal  taluk was of order 63309 MT during 2004-05.        
e. Animal Husbandry Resources:  As on 31.3.2005 total animal population in the taluk counts to 114495 numbers comprising of Cattle, Buffaloes, Sheep, Goats and Pigs. Cattle contribute to major share in number (65648).  Other animals include Buffaloes (6050), Goats (3026) and Pigs(1088).

3. Infrastructure Facilities:
a Power :  Mangalore Electricity Supply Company Limited (MESCOM) is the provider of Electricity to the taluk.  More than 95% of the villages and hamlets are electrified.  Intermittent breakdown in power supply causes problems to industries. 

b. Water: The taluk receives enough amount of rainfall (3819 mm on an average). There are 124 average rainy days in an year in the taluk.
c. Transport 
i. Roads : The taluk is well connected by Road to various destinations. Major Roads passing through taluk are NH 48, Dharmastala – Mangalore SH and Mani-Mysore SH.  Out of the total road length of 274.52 Kms in the taluk, 235.42 Kms are surfaced roads.
ii. Road Transport: There are adequate road transport facilities from Bantwal taluk to other important centres. Enough vehicles are available in the taluk, especially two wheelers.  

 iii. Railways: The taluk has only Broad Gauge type of railway lines.  Total length of railway line in the taluk measures to 50.00 kms.  There are 4 railway stations in this taluk.  
iv. Airports: There is no Air port in this taluk. Nearest Airport is situated at  Bajpe in Mangalore taluk
v. Sea Port:  Nearest Sea Port to the taluk is the New Mangalore Port 10 km north of the Mangalore town 
d. Tele-Communications:  BSNL – There are 27 Telephone Exchanges, 27277 Land lines and 1978 Public call offices in the taluk.
e. Industrial Areas and Sheds
 i. KSSIDC Sheds : .  No industrial estates are developed by KSSIDC in this taluk.

 ii. KIADB Industrial Area:  No industrial areas are developed by KIADB in the Bantwal taluk
f. Financial Institutions:   There are 39 bank branches in the taluk.   Major banks in the taluk are Vijaya Bank( 10 branches),  Syndicate Bank (7 branches), Canara Bank (4 branches),  Karnataka Bank (6 branches) and Corporation Bank (2branches).  
g. Handloom and Textiles Department: There are no working looms in the taluk. 
h. Agriculture Marketing: There is one main and one sub regulated market in Bantwal taluk.
i. Educational facilities: There are 278 Primary schools, 51 High schools, 16 Pre- University colleges, 4 General Colleges and 1 Engineering college in the taluk.  There are no Medical colleges or polytechnics in the taluk.
 j. Health & Family Welfare: The taluk is having 15 Allopathic Hospitals.  There are 16 Primary Health Centers. There are 16 Family Welfare Centers and 3 Community Health Centre located in the taluk providing good health care facilities.  There are 46 drug shops in the taluk. 
k. Security: The taluk is having 3 General Police stations. The security in the taluk is well maintained.
l.Recreation: The taluk is having one Cinema theatre. The taluk is having Indoor as well as out door sports facilities.  
4. Industrial Scenario:. 

Bantwal taluk is industrially backward as per new industrial policy. 
a. Status of Tiny/SSI units in the Taluk: As on 31.5.2006, there are 2634 registered Small Scale Industries in the taluk with capital investment of Rs.9167.00 lakhs providing employment to 21072 persons.
Major industries which registered during 2001-02 to 2005-06 in this taluk are General Engineering(112), Automobiles(112), Textiles (81), Services(77), Printing & Stationary(71), Wood & Wood Products(63).
b. Khadi and Village Industries: There are about 65 Khadi and Village industries in the taluk with a capital investment of 160.59 lakhs providing employment to 483 persons.
c. Large, Medium, Multinational and Anchor Industries in the Taluk: There are no large and medium scale industries in Bantwal taluk.
5. Investment Oppurtunities and Potential Products/ Projetcs: 
a. Resource Based Industries : 

Paddy, being a major food crop grown in the taluk, there is scope for few Beaten rice units, Rice flour Mill and Rice Rotti making units in the taluk.

Banana, Jackfruit, Pineapple and Mango are produced more in this taluk and hence  industries utilizing these fruit items can be promoted in this taluk. 

Quantity of vegetables produced in this taluk are very less and hence there is no scope for vegetable based units in this taluk.

Since  Coconut, Arecanut and Cashew are produced more in the taluk , industries based on these plantation crops are suggested  in this taluk.
Areca leaves can be shaped into leaf plates and cups which are bio-degradable and eco friendly.  This product is having good export potential.  Areca Supari can also be prepared from Arecanut. Using the husk from areca plant after cleaning, grading and sizing, chemical mixing and bonding, casting curing and finishing, particle boards can be made which can be used as partition boards, baseboard for laminates, manufacture of decorative articles like wall plates, tableware etc.

By applying better technology value added products like salted, spiced cashew, and kaju masala can be developed in this area.   Enough cashew shell is available in this taluk and hence there is scope for Cashew nut Shell Oil units.
Based on Coconut there is scope for products like Desiccated Coconut, Coconut Shell Powder, Activated Carbon, Coconut Fibre Products, Coconut Chips, Coconut Burfy and Brooms.  
Horticulture department is providing technical assistance or incentives to private growers of medical and aromatic plants which can be a raw material for ayurvedic medicines having both domestic and export potential.
In Bantwal taluk  there is deposits of Building stones  and hence there is scope for stone crushing units.  
Since enough milk is available in the taluk,  Milk processing units are having scope in this taluk.

Waste being generated through different activities in the taluk can be converted into products of economic value. 

b. Demand Based Industries: 

Bakery items like bread, biscuit, bun, cakes and related items are having demand in local markets. 
Additives like spices are having good demand in neighboring cities where both husband and wife is working in most houses. Due to urbanization the demand will further increase for this product which is more women labour intensive. 
Due to the availability of perishable items like fruits in this taluk,  cold storages can be set up to prevent them from getting destroyed.  

There is scope for more General Engineering workshops and steel fabrication units in the taluk.
There  is heavy movement of goods vehicles on the roads. There is scope for automobile service units in the taluk.
Agriculture equipment Service Units are having scope in this agriculture based taluk .
With increasing income and hence purchasing power in the taluk  there is demand for mixers, grinders, washing machines air coolers, fans, etc. and in turn demand for accessories like switch boards, capacitors, plugs, cords, switches, uninterrupted power supply. 

Voltage Stabilizers and Inverter manufacture, manufacture of Electronic chokes are also having scope.
Computers and  mobile phones have become common every where which generates demand for hardware related services. 
Solar Equipments are having scope in this region especially in interior places where electricity supply is not adequate.  
Naturopathy Clinics and  health clubs  are having scope in this region.
