Brief Report of Mangalore taluk

1. Introduction:

Mangalore taluk is known for its beaches, greenery, intelligent people, educational and banking institutions. Major items being exported from this area are cashew kernel, frozen sea food, tiles, granite slabs, wall clocks, etc.  The taluk is having links with other developed towns through National Highway and Konkan Railway in the west coast.   Major languages spoken in this area are Kannada, Tulu, and Konkani. 

a. Location: Mangalore taluk is bounded by Karkala taluk in the North, Bantwal taluk  in the East, Puttur Taluk in the South and Arabian Sea to the West.   

b. Climate: High moisture content in the weather, heavy rainfall during monsoon and hot weather during summer are common features.  It will be pouring heavily from June to September.  From March to May the weather will be very hot. The average temperature ranges from 16.7 Celsius during winter to 37.8 Celsius during summer.  

c. Population:  As per 2001 census the total population of the taluk was 882856.  Male population was 434702, which accounts to 49.24% while the female population was 448154, which accounts to 50.76% of the total population of the taluk.  Out of the above 601079 persons i.e 68.08 % live in urban areas, while 281777 persons i.e. 31.92% live in rural area.  Among the taluks of Dakshina Kannada district, Mangalore taluk has the highest population.  The density of population in the taluk is 1048 persons per Sq.km, which is more than the district average of 416 persons per Sq.km.

d. Strategic advantages:  High literacy rate, good number of Education Institutions, enterprising nature of people, availability of natural resources, good communication network and banking, well connected roads within the state and to other parts of the country, Konkan Railway linking Mangalore with important trade centres,  airport situated at a distance of 19 km from Mangalore at Bajpe, sea port at Panambur, tourist spots including beaches and temples, availability of medical facilities are the strategic advantages of the taluk.

2. Resource Endowment in the Taluk: 

a.  Human Resources: As per 2001 census the total population of the taluk is 882856.  Male population is 434702, which accounts to 49.24 % while the female population was 448154, which accounts to 50.76 % of the total population of the taluk.    As per the 2001 census the total number of literates in the taluk is 683660, which roughly works out to 77.44 % of the taluk population.  There are 355632 male literates and 328028 female literates in the taluk.

 b. Agricultural Resources: 

Agriculture is one of the main activities in the taluk.  

i. Food crops: The major food crop grown is Paddy.  As on 31.3.2005 paddy is grown in 21498 Hectares of land and production is 47992 Tonnes.

ii. Pulses: Pulses are being grown in 2054 hectares of land with production of 947 Tonnes as on 31.3.2005.

iii. Commercial crops: The major commercial crop grown is sugarcane and is being grown in 28 Hectares of land with total production of 1710 Tonnes as on 31.3.2005.

c. Horticultural  Resources
i. Fruits: The major fruit crops  grown are Mango, Banana, Pineapple and  Jackfruit.  Total production of fruit crops counts to 39138 Tonnes as on 31.3.2005.

ii. Vegetables: Green Chilly (1351 T), Sweet Potato (1160 T), Gourd varieties (6034 T) are the main types of vegetables grown in the taluk as on 31.3.2005.

iii. Plantation crops: The major plantation crops grown are Coconut (350 lakh nuts), Arecanut (2088 T) and Cashew(2818 T ) as on 31.3.2005.

d. Mineral Resources: The taluk has small pockets of Building stone.  Other mineral resources are not of significant quantity.  Production of Building stones in Mangalore  taluk was of order 131407 MT during 2004-05.        

e. Animal Husbandry Resources:  As on 31.3.2005 total animal population in the taluk counts to 136609 numbers comprising of Cattles, Buffaloes, Sheep, Goats and Pigs. Cattle contribute to major share in number (64846) followed by Buffaloes (7355), Goats (3810) and Pigs (1997).  
f. Fisheries : Mangalore taluk contributes to 98.5% of the total fish catch of Dakshina Kannada district.  Major type of fish catch are Oil Sardine, Mackeral, ribbon Fish, Pink Pearch, Prawns, Squilla,  Squids & Cuttle Fish.  

3. Infrastructure Facilities:  

a. Power :  Mangalore Electricity Supply Company Limited (MESCOM) which is the provider of Electricity has one division in Mangalore taluk namely Mangalore Division .  More than 95% of the villages and hamlets are electrified.   Intermittent breakdown in power supply causes problem to industries. 

b. Water: Mangalore taluk is endowed with rich water resources.  The rivers are mostly rain-fed and the magnitude of flow is related to rainfall.  Mangalore taluk receives enough amount of rainfall (3707 mm on an average). There are 120 average rainy days in a year.  
c. Transport 
i.Roads : The taluk is well served by good network of roads.    All the towns of the taluk are well connected to the taluk headquarter Mangalore and also the towns are well connected to the neighbouring taluks. The roads existing in the taluk can be categorized as National Highways, State Highways, District Major Roads, Other District Roads, Village Roads, TDB. Out of total Road length of 375.02 Kms in the taluk, 295.47 Kms are surfaced Roads.  There are 8 Major Bridges in the taluk. 

ii. Road Transport: There are adequate road transport facilities from Mangalore taluk to other important centres. Vehicle population is very high in the taluk. 
iii. Railways: The taluk has only Broad Gauge type of railway lines.  Total length of railway line in the taluk measures to 77.62 kms.  There are 9 railway stations in this taluk.  The Konkan Railway is linking Mangalore with important trade centres. 

iv. Airports: Airport is situated at a distance of 19 km from Mangalore at Bajpe. 

v. Sea Port:  The taluk is having an Old Port in Bunder.   The New Mangalore Port 10 km north of the town is well equipped to handle containers with a wide range of commodities like Coffee, Cashew Kernels, Raw Cashew, Cashew Nut Shell Liquid, Brake Drums, Leaf Springs, Cast Iron, Gherkins, Beedies, Glazed Tiles, Electrical Insulation Material, Spices etc .
d. Tele-Communications:  BSNL –There are 38 Telephone Exchanges, 96635 Land lines and 11738 Public call offices in the taluk.
e. Industrial Areas and Sheds
i. KSSIDC Sheds: There are four industrial estates in Mangalore taluk developed by KSSIDC at Yeyyadi with 58 sheds, Baikampady with 180 sheds, Mulky with 16 sheds and Moodabidri with 8 sheds.
ii. KIADB Industrial Area:  Two industrial areas are developed by KIADB in the Mangalore taluk in Baikampady, Karnad.  One Industrial Area is proposed at  Tannir Bavi. 

f. Financial Institutions:  Mangalore taluk is having high bank branch network.   In Dakshina Kannada district bank branches are maximum in Mangalore block (220 branches).  Major banks in the taluk are Vijaya Bank ( 31 branches),  Syndicate Bank (28 branches), Canara Bank (29 branches),  SBI(19), Karnataka Bank (21 branches) and Corporation Bank (23 branches). Syndicate bank is the lead district bank.    Nethravathi Grameen Bank is the regional rural bank in the taluk.  Karnataka State Financial Corporation has got a branch Office in Mangalore. 

g. Handloom and Textiles Department: There are 250 Handlooms working in the taluk with a capital investment of Rs.80 lakhs and giving employment to 550 persons in the Taluk.  15 Handlooms are idle.   

h. Agriculture Marketing: There are two regulated markets in Mangalore taluk
i. Educational facilities: Mangalore taluk has well known educational institutions in all branches of learning, professional training and research. There are 377 primary schools, 169 high schools, 57 Pre-University colleges, 52 General Colleges, 4 polytechnics, 2 engineering colleges, 7 Medical colleges and 3 Dental colleges in the taluk. 
j.Container Freight Stations/Inland Container Depot: located in New Mangalore Port Panambur. 

 k. Health & Family Welfare: The taluk is having 29 Allopathic & 5 Indian System of Medicine Hospitals and 21 Primary Health Centers. There are 21 Family Welfare Centers and 2 Community Health Centre located in the taluk providing good health care facilities.  There are 481 drug shops in the taluk. 

l. Security: The taluk is having 17 General Police stations. The security in the taluk is well maintained. The taluk is having 3 Fire Stations with 6 water tankers.
m. Recreation: The taluk is having 12 permanent theatres.  The taluk is having good recreation facilities to all class and to all age of people. 
 4. Industrial Scenario:. 
In Dakshina Kannada district, SSI units are concentrated  more in Mangalore taluk Major products being manufactured in the taluk are cashew kernel, frozen sea food, tiles etc.  Beedi rolling is a major cottage industry in the taluk employing over 6 lakh people.
a. Tiny/SSI units in the Taluk: Under the new industrial policy, Mangalore taluk is considered as industrially developed.  
As on 31.5.2006 there are 5127 registered Small Scale units in the taluk with capital investment of 17842 lakhs providing employment to 41016 persons in the taluk
Major industries came up during 2001-02 to 2005-06 are textiles(204), General engineering(180), Other services(172), Automobiles(169), Wood and Wood Products (163), Food & Beverages(154), Printing and stationary (143), , Electrical & Electronics( 135).

b. Khadi and Village Industries: There are 216 Khadi and Village industries in the taluk with a capital investment of 359.73 lakhs providing employment to 1505 persons 

c. Large, Medium, Multinational and Anchor Industries in the Taluk: There are 19 large and medium scale industries in the taluk.  They include Mangalore Chemicals and Fertilizers, Panambur, Kudremukh Iron Ore  Project, Panambur,  BASF India, Mangalore,  MRPL., Mangalore, Canara Workshops Ltd., Mangalore, Canara Printing and Publishing House Ltd., Mangalore, Mangalore Trading Association, Mangalore, Canara Wood and Plywood Industries, Mangalore, Prakash Offset Printers, Mangalore,  Bharath Petroleum, Mangalore, Kudremukh iron ore and steel company, Panambur,  Ruchi Soya Industries Panambur, Elf Gas, Thokur, Jokatte, Mangalore, Rajashree Packers IE, Baikampady, Strides Research & Speciality chemicals Ltd. IE, Baikampady, Altratech Co. Ltd., Panambur, Mangalore, Lamina Suspension Products Pvt. Ltd., Industrial Area Baikampady, Mangalore, Hindustan Levers, Sultan Battery Road,

5. Investment Oppurtunities and Potential Products/ Projetcs: 
a. Resource Based Industries : Paddy, being a major food crop grown in the taluk, there is scope for few Beaten rice units, Rice flour Mill and Rice Rotti making units in the taluk.  Since Jackfruit and Banana are available in this taluk, fruit processing units based on these fruits can come up in the taluk.  Coconut and Cashew are the major plantation crops available in the taluk and hence industries based on Coconut and Cashew are suggested in Mangalore taluk. By applying better technology value added products like salted, spiced cashew, and kaju masala can be developed in this area.   Enough cashew shell is available in this taluk and hence there is scope for Cashew nut Shell Oil units.  Based on Coconut there is scope for products like Desiccated Coconut, Coconut Shell Powder, Activated Carbon, Coconut Fibre Products, Coconut Chips, Coconut Burfy and Brooms.  Orchid Farms can be promoted in this taluk which is having high export potential. Horticulture department is providing technical assistance or incentives to private growers of medical and aromatic plants which can be a raw material for ayurvedic medicines having both domestic and export potential. Mangalore taluk being a coastal taluk is considered as one of the richest in the country in respect of fish catch.  Canned Fish, Fish Oil, Fish Meal are the units which can come up in this region based on fish. Since enough milk is available in the taluk,  Milk processing units are having scope in this taluk. Poultry feed units are having scope in this taluk. Since Mangalore taluk is having a strong base for higher technical educations the taluk is conducive for the establishment of software industry. Infrastructural facilities provided by STPI, Mangalore also acts as a catalyst for promoting export oriented software units in this region.  Waste being generated through different activities can be converted into products of economic value. 

b.Demand Based Industries:

Due to the presence of large number of educational institutions and hospitals there is increase in floating population and hence there is demand for food items like mixtures, chips,  pickles, sweets etc.   Bakery items like bread, biscuit, bun, cakes and related items are having demand in local markets.   The younger segment of population in educational institutions are the major customers for Ice creams and cool drinks.  Thus the demand is steady for this product. Additives like spices are having good demand in hotels and families where both husband and wife are working. Due to urbanization the demand will further increase for this product 

Due to the availability of perishable items like fish, fruits and vegetables in the taluk, cold storages can be set up in this taluk to prevent them from getting destroyed.  

Due to upcoming construction projects, there will be great demand for construction materials like stone jelly, marble slabs, tiles, door and window frames, fittings, etc..  Carpentry is another sub sector. Other emerging sectors are paints, metal or wood primers, mosaic tiles and concrete products like well rings, tanks and pots.
There is scope for more General Engineering workshops and steel fabrication units in and around Mangalore. 

Automobile service units are having scope in this taluk due to the presence of more vehicles in the taluk.

With increasing income and hence purchasing power in the taluk,  there is demand for mixers, grinders, washing machines air coolers, fans, etc. and in turn demand for accessories like switch boards, capacitors, plugs, cords, switches, uninterrupted power supply.  Demand for these products will again increase due to boom in housing construction activity.

Motor rewinding depends upon the number of motors used in industrial drives, compressors in  cold storage, fans, mixers, etc.,  which will increase due to the development of housing sector and food sector. Voltage Stabilizers and Inverter manufacture, manufacture of Electronic Chokes are also having scope. Computers and mobile phones have become common every where which generates demand for hardware related services. 

Yoga Centers are having much scope in this region.
Younger generation today give great importance to a fit body. Modern Gyms and health clubs are also having scope in this region . 
Soap, Wax Candles, Detergent and Washing Powder, Phenyl are having scope in this region.

Tourism related activities that can be developed in this region are yachting, water skating, floating restaurants, private tent services, etc..  Backwaters of Gurpur and Netravathi River can be utilized for house boats, joy ride boats and water sports.  Naturopathy Clinics,  health clubs etc can also be started.  Other activities include way sided dhabhas, way side facilities etc.

There is scope for items like Plastic  Sheets/ Covers, HDPE Woven sacks, Plastic Disposable Cups and Plates, Plastic Moulded articles and Plastic Moulded Luggages based on the the products that would be available from ONGC-MRPL projects in the Special Economic Zone proposed in Mangalore taluk

The potential for labour intensive activities in the proposed Special Economic Zone are Garments, Toys, Paper Conversion, Repacking and specialized packing of Commodities, Cashewnuts, Arecanut and Coconut based products, all specialized inputs to Indian cooking (masalas, readymade preparations, freeze dried vegetables), rice products, wheat products,  vegetables - fresh, refrigerated, frozen, dried and pickled, value addition in textiles and textile related areas like requisites for the hospitality industry, hospitals, restaurants, textiles in industrial use, specialty garments to meet safety and quality requirements etc,  trading by importing in bulk and re exporting to smaller countries.
