CHAPTER - I

CHAPTER – II

PROPOSED POTENTIAL INDUSTRIES PLANNED FOR 2006-2011

Core sector Industries in the taluk

Resource Based Industries :  Somawarpet  taluk is  rich in agricultural, horticultural and forest resources.  

Paddy is the major agricultural crop grown in this region.  Since there are enough number of  Rice mills and  Flour mills in the taluk, there is very less scope for promoting these industries in this taluk. There is scope for few Beaten rice units, Rice flour Mill and Rice Rotti making units in the taluk.
Maize is also produced in this region and there is scope for industries based on Maize.

Banana and  Orange are the major fruit crops grown in this region. Fruit based industries like fruit juices, squash, fruit bars  can be promoted.  

Since vegetables are grown very less in this region, there is no scope for vegetable based units in this taluk.
Major spice crop grown is ginger and hence there is scope for industries based on Ginger.

Since agricultural waste is available in plenty in this region, fuel briquette units can be promoted in this region.   Vermi compost units also can be promoted  in this region. 

Medical and Aromatic plants can be cultivated in this region by utilizing the land available and the incentives provided by Horticulture department, which can be a source of raw material for ayurvedic medicines having both local and export market.

Piggery and Poultry feed units are the allied activities that can be promoted in this region.

Demand Based Industries: 

Due to the presence of tourist places, there is demand for food items like mixtures, pappads and wafers, chips, vermicelli, noodles, pickles, sweets etc.   Bakery items like bread, biscuit, bun, cakes and related items are having demand in local markets.

With increasing standard of living in the taluk,  there is demand for mixers, grinders, washing machines air coolers, fans, etc. and in turn demand for accessories like switch boards, chokes, capacitors, plugs, cords, switches, uninterrupted power supply.  Computers and  mobile phones have become common every where which generates demand for hardware related services.

Engineering Industries for the manufacture of agriculture implements are also having good scope in this region. 

Allied activities to agriculture like diesel engine servicing, repair and servicing of pump and general fabrication can be also be promoted.  

Since enough number of vehicles are registered in this taluk and since the condition of roads are very bad, automobile service units are having much scope in this taluk.

Tourism: The taluk  has attractive tourist spot like Harangi dam  built across the river Harangi near Kushalnagar Town.   There is much scope for tourism activities in this region.  Tourism related activities that can be developed in this region are Naturopathy Clinics,  Health Clubs, Trucking, Rock Climbing etc.  Other activities include Way side Dhabhas, Way side Facilities etc.
