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INTRODUCTION 
:

Bangarpet is one among the eleven talks of Kolar district.  The Taluk headquarters is at a distance of 18 kms from the district headquarters and 82 kms from Bangalore.  The taluk is bound by Malur, Kolar & Mulbagal taluks of Kolar district; Chittoor district of Andhra Pradesh and Salem & Dharmapuri districts of Tamilnadu.  The taluk geographically lies between 78o 283’ 11’’ & 78o 5’ 50’’ longitude and 12o 45’ 40’’ & 13o 4’ 54’’ latitude.  The geographical area of the taluk is 864 square kilometers.
Bangarpet taluk comes under Kolar sub-division.  This Taluk is further divided into six hoblies, viz. Bangarpet, Robertsonpet, Kyasamballi, Bethamangala, Kammasandsra and Budikote.  There are 355 inhabited villages with three towns.  Bangarpet town is the Taluk Headquarters.  All the Taluk level Departments are located in Bangarpet, Bethamangala and K.G.F. towns.  The Taluk administration lies with the taluk panchayat for the implementation of developmental schemes and their progress.  Executive Officer, Taluk Panchayat looks after the administration.  He reports the progress of the implementation of developmental to the Chief Executive Officer, Zilla Panchayat, Kolar.  

The gravelly soil region is found in parts of this Taluk which are useful for growing groundnut, ragi and pulses.  The water-table in this type of soil is between 50 to 60 feet deep.  Some parts of the Taluk is also having red loam soil which is very easy for cultivation purposes and responds to good manure and other treatments.  This soil is particularly suited for growing vegetable crops like potatoes, onion, cabbage and radish.  

Climate is dry and hot during summer in Bangarpet taluk.  Its average rainfall is 702 mm which is comparable with the district’s average.  The taluk receives actual  rainfall for 72 days in a year.    

The population of the Taluk is about 4.21 lakhs, as per 2001 census, contributing about 17% to the District population.  The Taluk male & female population contributes equal (17% each) to the District male & female population. The rural & urban population contributes almost equal (17% each) to the District rural and urban population. The Taluk literacy rate is 71.9% as against district literacy rate of 62.8%.   Higher literacy rate of the Taluk means there is scope for training literate population in various skills required by the industries so that they can be productively employed.  

The geographical area of the Taluk is 74520 hectares, which constitute 10% of the area of the District.  The Taluk forest area is 2,758 hectares, which constitutes 4% of total district area.   In the Taluk, net sown area is 34,132 hectares which is about 15% of total net area sown in the District. The irrigated area of the Taluk constitutes about 20% of the total geographical area of the Taluk. 
RESOURCE ENDOWMENT  :


Bangarpet Taluk is endowed with abundant of horticulture crops.  Major horticulture crops grown in the district are Tomato, Potato, Cabbage, Carrot, Brinjal, Beans, Green Chillies, Radish, Beetroot,  Leafy vegetables, etc.  The major Fruits grown in the Taluk are Mango, Banana, Sapota, water melon, etc.   The main spices grown in the Taluk are Tamarind,  Dry Chilly,  Ginger, Coriander, etc.  


The main agriculture crops grown in the Taluk are Ragi, Paddy, Maize, Red Gram, Horse Gram, Oil Seeds like Ground nut, Sugarcane,  etc., are extensively, grown in the Taluk. Main floriculture activities undertaken in the Taluk are Marigold, Crosandra, Jasmine,  etc.  


The major plantation crops grown in the district are cashew, coconut, aromatic plants.  The existing soil available in the Taluk is excellent in promoting medicinal plant cultivation, which in turn can provide raw materials for ayurvedic medicine, having domestic as well as export market.   


The Taluk has rich mineral resources.  The black granite,  building stone deposits are available in large quantity in the Taluk.     Quality and quantity of  Rock Stones are abundantly available.  


Animal Husbandry activities comprising development of dairy, poultry, sheep, goat, etc., play a vital role in the development of taluk’s economy.  Sericulture is a labour intensive sector and provides direct and indirect employment to rural people.  


Bangapet Taluk renowned tourist centre called Kotilingeshwara Temple at Kammasandra, Rocky hills, and Historical Forts attracts national and international tourists.    Further development in Tourism in the Taluk will create opportunities for development of non farm sector activities and employment generation.   


The Taluk is endowed with excellent agro climate conditions which are conducive, particularly for development of horticulture, floriculture, sericulture, agriculture, plantation crops, aromatic plants, medicinal plants, the sectors having immense export potential.  The soil condition for cultivation for these crops is so excellent.  


Karnataka Government has come out with a clear cut industrial policy for five year period (2006-11) containing a package of incentives and concessions.  The policy includes expeditions development of industrial infrastructure with the active participation of private sector, identification of floriculture and bio-tech industries.  


The Government of India and the State Government has launched many financial schemes for industrial development.  The major schemes for development of industries are Credit Guarantee Fund Trust, Credit Linked Capital Subsidy schemes, PMRY, several plan schemes for the development of Food Processing Industries, Swarozgar Credit Card Scheme, etc.  


The Forest area covers 2758 hectares in the Taluk.  The forest department grows tamarind trees, Eucalyptus & other shrub verities of trees.  The tamarind is largely grown in the Taluk.  There is a scope for setting up of tamarind based industries such as tamarind pulp, tamarind starch etc. 

 The livestock populations in the Taluk are mainly cattle, buffaloes, Sheep, Goats.   There are two veterinary hospitals, six veterinary dispensaries and six primary veterinary center.   Water is mainly drawn from Bore wells and also from river for industrial and domestic purposes.      

Industrial Development of an area does not depend only on material resources.  In fact,  key to successful development of industries in an area can be attributed to the availability of human resources also.   Many deficiencies in material resources 
can be overcome if human talents are available in abundant measure.  Japan is a classic example of a country, which has developed industrially, despite inadequate material resources because of the availability of skilled and motivated workers and managers.
INFRASTRUCTURE  FACILITIES  :


It is essential to have adequate availability of infrastructure facilities such as land, factory, accommodation, railway lines, postal, telecommunication facilities, banking institutions, etc., for industrial development.  The infrastructure is the backbone for industrial development.  Improved infrastructure reflects the health of the Taluk.  


Land is an important factor of production.  Availability of suitable land facilitates industrial development.  There is sufficient fallow land and land not suitable for cultivation available in the taluk, which could be utilized for setting up industries without encroaching on cultivable land.  



There is one industrial estate in the Taluk, consisting of 42 sheds, 6 sheds constructed under VISWA programme.   

KIADB acquired 75.65 acres of land for development of industrial area, wherein, 72 plots were developed.   

Electric power is essential for the industries.  In the Taluk, there are five power receiving stations at Bangarpet, KGF, Muscam, Kamasamudram, Kyasampalli.     

 Roads play a major role in transportation of men and materials from one place to another, which is essential for industrial activities.  The roads existing in the Taluk can be categorized as State Highways, District Major roads, other District Roads, Village Roads, TDB Roads and Surface Roads.  The Taluk has good road network.   

The Taluk is connected with broad gauge line of 50 Kms. and narrow gauge of 9 Kms. which is connected to all major cities.    The nearest sea port is at Mangalore and Chennai.  These Ports provide a gateway for export and import trade throughout the year.  As such there is no Airport in the Taluk.   The nearest airport to the Taluk is Bangalore, Mangalore, Hyderabad and Chennai.     


The communication facilities in the Taluk through Telephones have made an easy access to Industrial Development.  Good telecommunication network is essential for quick communication.  In addition to above posts & telecommunication facilities, there are other operators like BSNL, Airtel, Reliance, Tata Indicom etc., offering mobile/land line services in the Taluk.  In addition, there are other private operators providing professional courier and telecommunication services.   STD/ISD & Internet facility exists in the Taluk.   


In the Taluk, as on 313.2005 there are twenty two commercial bank, six  rural bank,   two co-operative bank and one Primary Land Development bank branch.    


Karnataka State Financial Corporation, Kolar, extends its service for development of tiny, small and medium scale enterprises in the Taluk by providing loan.  As on 31.03.2003, the Institute has sanctioned  Rs. 910.42 Lakhs and has disbursed Rs. 819.38  Lakhs to 203 units in the Taluk. 

Khadi & Village Industries Board, Kolar is providing loan for development of tiny, small and medium scale industries through Pattern scheme, CBC Scheme, EEGB Scheme.  

 Khadi & Village Industries has a major role to play in the rural industrialization process through REGB.    The Board proposed for extending financial facilities to 8 units under Rural Employment Generation Programme  Schemes in the Taluk, during 2006-2007

INDUSTRIAL SCENARIO  :


Industrialization assumes paramount significance.  The sector is the corner stone of economies of the Taluk.  It is therefore, necessary to focus attention on the development of industries in the Taluk, so as to achieve 8% industrial growth and overall development of economy of the Bangarpet Taluk, since Bangarpet is an ideal place to promote industries in multi-dimensional way.

Bangarpet Taluk has not made much headway in industrial development.  It lags behind other industrialized districts of the State like Bangalore (Urban) district, Mysore district, Dharwar district, DK district and Belgaum district.  Even though the district is endowed with rich agricultural, mineral and horticultural resources, their potentialities have not been properly harnessed for industrial purpose.  


As on 31.03.2006, there are 1391 tiny and small scale industries with an investment of Rs.  3762.94 Lakhs employing  8257 persons in the Taluk.   


The major industrial activities of the Taluk include wood based, garments, flour mills,   rice mills, general engineering, bricks and tiles, leather, etc.  There is immense scope for development of micro, small, medium and large scale enterprises during the next five year plan period.  
The major clusters existing in the Taluk are Dairy.  There are 26 wool weavers in the taluk, as on 31.03.2006.   


At grass root level, artisans form an important segment of the population who are engaged in the traditional type of industrial activity.   They mostly need the local demand for various goods and services.  Major categories of Artisans in the Taluk are found in Silk Reeling, Tailoring,  Dhobi, Pottery, Carpentry, 
Bamboo, Barber, Agarbathi, etc., as per 1994 Census 

  Manufacturing activity is a risk taking job, human resource, particularly; technical and skill workers constitute a major instrument of economic development of Taluk.  The Taluk has rich in technocrats and skilled workers for establishment of  industrial projects.  


Bangarpet offers excellent scope for setting up of micro, small and medium enterprises because this Taluk is blessed with not only milk produce, agriculture produce, horticulture, sericulture, etc., but also the Taluk produces quality of engineer graduates, technocrats.  Moreover, the surplus skilled labours detained by the Bharat Gold Mines Ltd., K.G.F. on its closure are available in plenty.   The potential resources and the skilled labours available in the Taluk have not been harnessed effectively.


There is wide scope for  establishing 25-30 ancillary cluster based units each in the field of machine components, welding, fabrication attached to Bharath Earth Movers Ltd., in and around K.G.F., as a result surplus skilled labour is available in plenty in the Taluk could be utilized fully. 

There is also immense scope for establishing export oriented garment enterprises in and around K.G.F. Bangarpet, Kamasamudram, Kyasamballi, Boodikote, Bethmangala and other important Hobli Head quarters.  

There is also scope for setting up of a few Bio-Technology and Pharmaceutical Enterprises in the Taluk, since; Karnataka is going to be a hub in these sectors.  The reason is that many multinational corporations are reaching out to “fertile havens “such as Karnataka where low cost economy and high quality of women resources exist to form a unique combination.  

There is also scope for establishing computer hardware and software projects in and around K.G.F.  Bangarpet Taluk as Karnataka is moving forward in developing its own next generation computers in the near future.  

Huge quantity of Curb & Rock stone is available in the Taluk .There are a few units engaged in manufacturing export oriented rocks and exporting to European countries through Chennai harbour.  In view of this, there is immense scope for establishing export oriented curb stone units  in the taluk.  

There are 26,634 milk producing Societies in the Taluk.  The average production of milk per day is 48,539.14521 kgs. There is scope for establishing internal and external market oriented medium or large scale milk products enterprises at Kamasamudram, Kasamballi and Bethamangala.   


To accelerate the industrial growth, the Government of Karnataka has to acquire land and make use of the assistance of Central Government Scheme called integrated infrastructure development scheme for setting up of industrial areas.  The Scheme to be implemented at Bethamangala, Kamasamudram and Bangarpet, so has to encourage the growth of  micro, small and medium enterprises.  

 Kolar district has eleven taluks.  For administrative convenience the district has been divided into two sub divisions, namely Kola  and Chickballapur. Kolar sub - division comprises of Kolar, Bangarpet, Malur, Srinivaspura & Mulbagal.  Chikballapur Sub - division includes Chikbhallapur, Gowribidanur, Bagepalli, Gudibande, Sidlagatta and Chintamani taluks. 

 Bangarpet taluk  is one amongst eleven taluks of Kolar-sub division of the Kolar District.

Thus it offers immense scope for wide range of  tiny, small, medium and large scale  enterprises to come up which in turn may add to the prospects of production of agricultural resources.  
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
