CHAPTER  1

1.2 METHODOLOGY

· Requisite data and information is collected from published sources and  from various Government, private organizations and financial institutions etc.

· Discussion  were held with officials, traders, industrialists and experts for a better understanding of the present industrial scenario, problems and prospects for industries and the strength and weaknesses of the taluk.

· Visit to taluk level offices  were made to collect latest information and  have discussions with local entrepreneurs and traders.

· The Industrial Development Plan for the  taluk is prepared  based on the information gathered as mentioned above.

· Data has been obtained from available latest publications.

· Information as obtained from different  departments /offices is incorporated in the report without any modification.

· In cases, where  the data was not available,  appropriate trend projections/ estimates are prepared.
