CHAPTER 3
ACTION PLAN FOR IMPLEMENTATION

The  taluk  with  its  agricultural  &  horticultural and water resources  has  potential  for  many  upcoming  industries  in  the  taluk. With  the availability  of  the  requisite  finance,  infrastructural  development,  overall  industrial  development  of  the  taluk  can  be  ensured.


Based on the material and human resources and the existing consumption pattern for the different goods in the taluk, promotion of 245 units  has been suggested for the period 2006-11 with an investment of 1452.25 lakhs.  In order to encourage new enterprises, a detailed action plan for creating proper infrastructure and motivating potential entrepreneurs is essential. 


The requirement for promotion of 245 units is as follows


In  order  to  encourage  new  enterprises,  the  following  actions  need  to  be  taken.

· Entrepreneurship  Awareness  Camps  in  colleges  and  subsequently  Entrepreneurship  Development  Programmes  need  to  be  conducted. The Entrepreneurship Development Programmes for specific sectors need to be conducted as per the potential opportunities identified in the taluk. · Efforts  have  to  be  made  to  improve  the  infrastructural  facilities. Industrial area/estate has to be developed so that around 150 plots/sheds are available for the potential entrepreneurs over a period of three  years. The  road  conditions  in  interior  places  have  to  be  improved so  that  proper  transport  facility  will  facilitate  industrial  growth  in  the  taluk. Uninterrupted quality power supply has to be ensured. 

· Establishment of Industrial Area/Estate by…DIC/ KIADB / KSSIDC Power Generation & distribution…..KPTCL(GESCOM)

Water supply…KIADB/Corporation
· Horticulture  and  Floriculture  needs  to  be  promoted  with  the  help  of CFTRI, APEDA  and  CIMAP &  with University   of  Agricultural  Sciences.  More  and  more  farmers  need  to  be  motivated  to  take up  Horticulture and  Floriculture so  that  new  entrepreneurs  can  exploit  the  opportunities  available  in  the  said  fields. Awareness programmes on medicinal and aromatic plants, floriculture and fruit cultivation and processing have to be  organized so that more and more potential entrepreneurs can be motivated to go for new opportunities.

CHAPTER 4

TALUK AT A GLANCE


Koppal  district  is  newly  formed  district    during  the  year              1997 – 98,  from  the  existing  Raichur district. Gangavati  taluk  is bounded by  Sindhanur  of Raichur district and Kushtagi  in  the  North,  Raichur & Bellary districts   in  the  East, Hospet taluk of Bellary   district  in  the South  and Koppal  & Yelburga  taluks   in  the  West.  The  taluk  has 8 hoblies,  149  villages, 38 Gram  Panchayats and  one  Municipality.

            As a part of  Koppal district Gangavati taluk lies within North latitude 15o 09' 00" to 16o03' 30" and East longitude 75 o 47' 30" to 76 o 48' 10". Thungabhadra river flows in the south – east  border of the taluk. Few streams of  catchment area of the entire Koppal district joining the river Tungabhadra. These streams are all non-perennial. Agriculture  is  the  main  occupation  in  the  taluk.

Main occupation in the taluk is agriculture. Of the 132.13 thousand hectares area, 87.59 thousand hectares area is cultivated.  Working population of Gangavati taluk  is 43.10% of the total population of the taluk. The  main workers population comprises to 33.05% of the total population and 10.05% is the marginal workers. Percentage of cultivators and agricultural workers to the working population  are 18.87% and 19.16% respectively.  The workers population  in the taluk  indicate that cultivators and agricultural workers dominate the total working  population with 38.03%.

Paddy is the prominent crop grown in 43.14 % of total sown area of the taluk.  During Kharif season major crops like Paddy, Jowar, Maize are grown. During Rabi season major crops are Paddy & Jowar.  In Summer season crops like Groundnut ,Sunflower and vegetables  are grown with the help of irrigation.

HORTICULTURE :
[image: image14.wmf]Though the climatic condition is well suited for horticulture crops  in  the entire taluk, but due to availability of irrigation facilities   paddy is the major agriculture crop occupying  43.14 %  of cultivated area. Gangavati taluk falls under North Dry Zone with black soil  is   favourable for growing horticultural crops like mango, pomegranate, banana, sapota, grapes etc.  There is wide scope for growing horticulture produce unless marketing conditions and cold storage facilities have to be improved.
The horticultural crops like Mango, Banana, Pomegranate,  Watermelon, Sapota, Grapes, Tomato, Ladies finger, Onion, Gourd varieties  are grown in the taluk. Fruits are grown in 622 hectares area and the vegetables are grown in 3046 hectares area during the year 2003-04.

As at the end of September 2005, in the taluk 1443 small scale  industries have been registered with an investment of Rs. 8988.57 lakhs providing employment to15142 persons. 

The maximum investment of Rs 6654.37  lakhs is made in Food & beverages,  which is 74.03% of the total investment, followed by Misc. mfg products with Rs.694.70 lakhs  which is7.73% , followed by Others which is 13.89% of  the  total  investment with Rs.350.00 lakhs . General Engg. Sector has a share of 3.27% with Rs.294.40 lakhs followed  by Wood & Wooden Products  with Rs. 265.00 lakhs which is 2.95%.
Maximum employment is provided in Food & Beverage sector  i.e. 6090  persons which is 40.22% followed by  Misc. mfg products Sector 1865 persons  which  is  12.31% ,  next  is Others sector 1850  persons  which  is 12.22%. Repair Services sector has provided 1573 persons which is 10.39%, followed by Wood & Wooden Products sector provided employment to 1295 persons which is 8.55%. Textile sector has provided employment to 964 persons  which  is 6.37% of   the total number of employment.

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CHAPTER 9
SWOT ANALYSIS
            The Strengths, Weaknesses, Opportunities and Threats can be summarized as below :

STRENGTHS : 
a) Agriculture has been the important sector  to the economy of the taluk. The productivity of crops like  Paddy, Sun flower & other oil seeds  has   increased over the years. 40292 hectares of cultivable land is irrigated i.e.55.90%. Agro Climatic  conditions  are  well  suited  for  Horticulture  Crops. The  Horticulture  Products  like Mango, Banana, Pomegranate, Sapota etc. and different  varieties  of  vegetables  have  also  been  considerable.  
b) Gangavati  taluk has considerable population of live stock. 

c) Three Bio-mass based power generation units falls under Medium & Large Scale industries of  Rs.69.30crores  investment are existing. Another two Bio-mass based power generation units  are in the pipe line with an investment of Rs.4370 lakhs.

d) As on 31-09-2005 the  taluk  has  145 Rice mills with an investment of Rs.5280.00lakhs

e) Gangavati taluk has  652.72 hectares of WSA and 60 kms. of river stretch.
f) Gangavati taluk has 138.6km.  State Highway along with  good  network  of  Village  Roads and good communication  facilities  through  telephone,  post  office,  mobile  network    facility.

WEAKNESS :
a) Not many people in the taluk are enterprising. 

b) The  education  facilities  are  limited.

c) Resources are mainly restricted to agriculture and horticulture  which  need  to  be effectively  exploited.

SGSY is the programme for poverty alleviation through self employment launched by GOI during  April 1999.  SGSY is a credit cum subsidy programme. Subsidy will be uniform at 30% of project cost subject to maximum of Rs 7500/-. In respect of SC/ST  and disabled persons, however, there will be 50% and Rs 10000/- respectively. For groups, the subsidy will be 50% of the project cost subject to per capita subsidy of Rs 10000/- or, Rs 1.25 lakhs whichever is less.
