CHAPTER  1

PREAMBLE

Government of Karnataka has proposed to bring out the Industrial Development Plan of all taluks in the State in order to take care of proper industrial development in the taluk keeping in tune with the changing global industrial scenario.

A study of industrial opportunities in the taluk is a first step for preparing the comprehensive action plan for industrial development of the taluk. The programmes for industrial infrastructure development, entrepreneurial motivation and industrial development depend to a large extent on the type of industries that can be developed in the area. 

The Industrial Development Plan is prepared taking into account the existing infrastructure, the available  resources and the possible growth in the future.

The study report is intended to  be an information document to entrepreneurs in search of industrial opportunities. Thus the Industrial Development Plan helps as a guide for planners of industrial development, extension & promotional agencies and small entrepreneurs who plan to set up new units or diversify the existing industries in the taluk.

The report  serves as an action plan for the growth of  industry , trade and service in the taluk.

OBJECTIVES  OF  THE  STUDY

· To assess the natural and human resources, as well as skills in the taluk  and study their present utilization and explore the possibilities for  further industrial  development.

· Identify infrastructure bottlenecks and accordingly propose improvements and facilitate growth.

· Considering the availability of resources and  demand, identify  the potential sectors in which new small, tiny and village industries/ Services can be promoted.

· Based on the existing  and, proposed medium and large industries, explore the potential for promoting ancillary, manufacturing and service industries.

· Taking into account  the present  level  of Technology utilized in the existing   industries/services , suggest measures for Technology up gradation for improving productivity.

1.2 METHODOLOGY

· Requisite data and information is collected from published sources and  from various Government, private organizations and financial institutions etc.,

· Discussion  were held with officials, traders, industrialists and experts for a better understanding of the present industrial scenario, problem  and prospects for industries and the strength and weaknesses of the taluk.

· Visit to  taluk level offices  were made to collect latest information and  have discussions with local entrepreneurs and traders.

· The Industrial Development Plan for the  taluk is prepared  based on the information gathered as mentioned above.

LIMITATIONS OF THE STUDY 

· Data has been obtained from available latest publications.

· Information as obtained from different  departments /offices are incorporated in the report without any modification.

· In cases, where  the data was not available,  appropriate trend projections/ estimates are prepared.

· Potential opportunities have been suggested taking into account the local resources and demand etc. However, the entrepreneurs interested in taking up the ventures need to carry out due diligence before finalizing the  same.

CHAPTER  2

POTENTIAL INVESTMENT OPPORTUNITIES

          Jowar, Bajra, Wheat, Maize, Tur, Bengalgram Horsegram, Greengram, Cowpeas, Navane, and commercial/cash crops like Sunflower, Groundnut, Till, Cotton,  Castor,  are important crops grown in Kushtagi taluk. Climate & weather are favourable for horticulture crops. Mango, Pomegranate, Watermelon, Sapota, Ber, etc. are major horticulture resources of Kushtagi taluk. The major vegetable crops are Onion , Brinjal, Tomato & Gourd varieties. The  above  crops  are   the promising resources of the taluk,  based on which number of opportunities can be thought of.


In addition to the above, the views expressed by existing entrepreneurs, members of chamber of commerce, traders and officials from  industries and other  departments have been considered for identifying potential opportunities.


The investment shown is only indicative; it has to be actually worked out based on location and costs prevailing at the time of implementation. Potential entrepreneurs  desirous of setting up an enterprise have to carry out due diligence before establishment.
