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MADDUR  TALUK IN A NUTSHELL 
1. 

Maddur is a town and a taluk Headquarter. This taluk is coming under Mandya Sub-division of Mandya district. The area of the taluk is 617.24 Sq.Kms. Major portion of the taluk is a plateau. The soil is not so fertile. Its water holding quality is poor. The taluk experiences four seasons in a year. The normal average rainfall of the taluk is 706.1 mm. River Lokapavani is flowing  in the taluk.



As per the 2001 population census, the total population of the taluk was 2,90,783 Out of which 1,46,707 are male and 1,44,076 are female. About 91% of the population live in rural area. The density of population is 471 persons per sq.km which is far more than the district average of  356 persons per sq.km

II. 

Agriculture is one of the main and important activities of the taluk. Both kharif and rabi crops are grown in the taluk.  Paddy and ragi are the major food crops grown in the taluk.  Tur and miscellaneous pulses are grown in the taluk. . The major commercial crops grown in the taluk are sugar cane and oil seeds. Coconut is the major plantation crop grown in the taluk.Mango, banana, sapota, papaya  are the major fruit crops and tomato, brinjal, gourd varieties, cucumber, ladys finger are the major vegetables grown in the taluk. Mulberry  is being grown in 3,377 hectares and about 2,950  tonnes of cocoons are produced in the taluk.



The taluk is having only 20 hectares of forest yielding very minor forest produces. 


Cows, buffaloes, sheeps, goats, poultry and fishes are the important live stocks reared in the taluk. 



The taluk is very poor in mineral resources. Building stone is the only mineral available in the taluk.



59% of taluk population are literates. About 84% of households own less than one hectares of land. 51.70% of total sown area of the taluk is irrigated. Out of which 76% is irrigated by canals, 11% by tanks and  9% by  wells. 



There are 1,07,372 workers and 33,310 part time workers in the taluk. 15,011 are the non-workers available in the taluk.  Carpenters, tailors, launders, blacksmiths, masons are the important artisans available in the taluk. Enough land and water are available to start industries in the taluk. 

III. 
Good number of schools and colleges are located in the taluk. 252 primary  and 43 high schools, 17 PUC,  4 Degree  colleges are existing in the taluk.



The taluk is having 5  main regulated markets . Warehouse and cold storage facilities are not available in the taluk.



Cent percent of villages are electrified. 5 power receiving stations are fulfilling the power requirement of the taluk.



The taluk is having good road infrastructure. About 14 kms Broad gauge railway line is there in the taluk. The taluk is not served by air and water transport. Nearest  air and seaport are  Mysore and Mangalore respectively.



The taluk is well served by postal and telecommunications. 60 post offices and 9 telephone exchanges are there to meet the postal and telecommunication requirement. 



Vijaya Bank is the lead bank. To meet the financial requirement of the taluk, 15 Commercial, 6 Rural, 7 Cooperative and 1 PSCARDB Banks are there. 52 agricultural lending societies too are there. 



To take care of the health of the people of the taluk one allopathic cum Indian System of Medicine Hospital, 5 PHCs and 2 Family Planning Centres are there. 



To meet the Industrial requirement of the taluk KSSIDC had established one Industrial Estate in the taluk and KIADB had established one industrial area. 
IV. 
There are 4 large and medium industries in the taluk. 1610 registered SSIs are there with a capital investment of Rs.2512/- lakhs providing employment to 4736 persons..


Textiles, Food , beverages, textiles, wood and wood products, general engineering, printing and stationery job works and repairs, other services are some of the types of industries existed in the taluk.

V. 

Since ragi is one of the main food crop  grown in the taluk there is scope for ragi processing units to supply  packed ragi and ragi malt etc.



Since fruits and vegetables are grown plenty there is scope for fruit/vegetable processing industries such as banana chips, jack fruit, mango juice processing, tomato ketchup, sauce etc. Cold storage and ware house facilities too can come up. 



Since coconut is the main horticultural crops grown in the taluk there is scope for coconut based industries such as  Coir defibering, coir rope, mat, desiccated coconut powder, tender coconut water packing etc. 


Since good number of live stocks are reared in the taluk, there is scope for animal based industries – animal slaughtering, chrome tanning, meat processing and export, wool processing, milk processing, milk products, bone mills etc.



Since good quantity of building stone is available, there is scope for jelly quarrying, jelly crushing, table moulded bricks etc.



Since agriculture is the main occupation of the people, there is scope for production of agricultural implements. 



Since good number of tractors existed in the taluk, there is scope for trailer manufacturing units, tractors/trailers  servicing units.



Since good number of vehicles existing in the taluk, there is scope for automobile servicing units. 



Since irrigation facility is available in the taluk and good number of bore wells and electric motors are available in the taluk, there is scope for repair/service of electric motors. 



Since the literacy rate is comparatively high and since good number of educated persons are available, there is scope for DTP, Mobile servicing, internet cafes, computer servicing, household appliances repair/service etc.



As per the New Industrial Policy of Govt. of Karnataka 2006-2011 this taluk has been classified as Zone-I i.e. it is one of the more backward industrial taluk of the State. As such the taluk is eligible for various incentives, tax exemptions and concessions. 
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
