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INTRODUCTION


Mysore  taluk is one of the seven taluks of Mysore district. It is bounded in the north  by Hassan, Mandya& Bangalore districts of the state , in the south by Nilgiris districts of TamilNadu, in the  east by Salem& Coimbathore districts of Tamil Nadu and in the west  by Coorg districts of the state & Wyanadu district of Kerala state.. The total geographical area of the taluk is 815 Sq.Kms. This taluk has a total area of 815 Sq.Kms & has one town, 4 hoblies, 35 Gram Panchayaths and 143 villages.
           Mysore town is bustling commercial centre and is located at a distance of 133  Kms from Bangalore Red soil, gravelly soil, Black soil and Clay soil are found in Mysore taluk. Black Soil are rich in bases and have a high water-holding capacity and  major crops grown are Paddy, Ragi, Jowar, Pulses, Groundnut, Fruits, Vegetables & Oil Seeds.Mysore  taluk  receives  rainfall from South-west monsoon 

          The agricultural operation is dependent mostly on canal irrigation due to perennial streams or rivers in the taluk.The main occupation of the people in the taluk is Agriculture.The density of the population of the taluk is 1274 persons per sq.km.

RESOURCE ENDOWEMENT


Resources of an area can be distinctly classified into the 2 categories namely Human Resources & Material Resources Availability of natural resources in a particular area is not alone sufficient for industrial development.There should be adequate availability of skilled manpower amongst its human resource to exploit the natural resources. Agriculture is the main occupation of people of the taluk. Ragi is the important crop grown in the taluk The agriculturists in the Mysore taluk are getting their financial requirement through Commercial Banks, Primary Land Development Bank and Agriculture Cooperative Bank. Since there are perennial rivers in the taluk, agriculture is mostly depends on Canal irrigation.  Forest resources are  meagre in Mysore taluk hence there is little scope for starting industries based on forest resources. 

Soil and climate of the taluk are ideally suited for growing horticultural crops. Farmers are not coming forward to increase the area under horticultural crops due to the absence of penetration marketing.The climatic condition in the taluk is also conducive for Mulberry cultivation. This is grown in the entire district. The department of Sericulture is motivating the sericulturists to take up this activity on a large scale. Mysore taluk is good  in mineral deposits such as Magnasite & Felsite.  There is little scope for industry based on these mineral deposits.

INFRASTRUCTURE 


Availability of infrastructure facilities in adequate measure is essential for growth and development of industries. Land is considered to be an important factor for development of industries. Mysore taluk  fallow land and barren land are available  for industrial use & same could be utilised for starting industries without encroaching upon agricultural land. In Mysore taluk there is 1 industrial estate viz. Mysore Industrial Estate. It is observed that sheds/plots are vacant due to lack of proper logistic support, hence efforts should be made by the state to improve the existing logistic facilities in Mysore taluk. As regards Mysore taluk there is 4 industrial area in the entire taluk namely 1) Hebbal 2) Hootagalli 3) Belvadi and 4) Belagola. Since Mysore taluk is a good commercial centre, it is very much essential to develop some more  plots with latest & needed logistics  in the taluk so as to activate the  over all industrial development in the taluk/district. 
          Availability of adequate water is inevitable for industrial development. In the presence of perennial rivers Cauvery, tanks and wells are the main sources of water supply.Power is another important input required  for industrial development. Mysore district does not have any power generating stations. It was ascertained from the authorities that the power requirement of Mysore taluk is met by the supplies from  Sharavathy and Mahatma Gandhi Hydro-Electric Stations. Railways play an important role in the speedy development of industries in a particular area. This facilitates quick transportation of raw material and finished goods. Mysore taluk is on the railway network. Bangalore-Mysore broad gauge line passes through Mysore taluk & Mysore-Shimoga meter gauge line passes through Mysore taluk About 36 Kms of railway line passes through Mysore taluk. Mysore taluk has got good road network.Mysore district is  having air transport facility but not with modern facilities. Nearest seaports to Mysore  district are at Mangalore and Chennai. 

           Postal and telecommunication facilities are fairly well developed in Mysore taluk. It is observed that both the Post & Telecommunication network in Mysore taluk is very well developed in the entire Mysore district, which clearly shows that this is one of the reasons for Mysore being one of the developed trading centre in the entire Karnataka.State Bank of Mysore is the lead Bank of the district. Other important commercial banks functioning in the taluk and Canara Bank, Syndicate Bank, State Bank of India. At present there are 70 Government and private hospitals, 15 primary Health Centres & 3 Family Welfare Centre taking care of the health problems of Mysore taluk.

INDUSTRIAL SCENARIO
There are 18 large and 37 Medium industries in Mysore taluk According to the information furnished by the District Industrial Center, Mysore there are 20700 small scale units registered up to 31st  March, 2005 in the taluk & providing employment to 94733 persons. Khadi and Village Industries Board is another agency which helps rural artisans in pursuing their traditional avocation.. The Board also helps the units in marketing their products through their net-work. The idea behind development of khadi and village industries is to create employment opportunities among traditional rural artisans. 
             Handlooms are another type of traditional industry existing since time immemorial. This industry has provided good employment opportunity for the people in the rural areas. Artisans constitute traditional skills at the grass root level and form an important segment in the society. In  every village you can find  carpenters, blacksmiths, weavers , cobblers etc. 
              Apart from industry agriculture, construction activities, beedi rolling, agarbathi rolling, retailing and whole-sale marketing of agricultural products are considered as economic activities in an area. Construction activity is good in the Mysore taluk. Rolling of beedi is a home made activity. This activity provides mass employment to the uneducated persons. Eventhough, it has been considered as health hazard still few families are depending upon instead of going and working in an open atmosphere. 

              It was observed during the field visit that a most of the uneducated men & women were engaged in the Agarbathi rolling as their means of livelihood. These workers were getting orders from manufacturers for rolling raw agarbathies. This is providing a sustainable employment to the unorganized workers in the taluk/district. 

INVESTMENT OPPURTUNITIES/POTENTIAL PRODUCTS/PROJECTS

The following investment opportunities/potential projects are having good scope in the taluk.

A) Food & Beverages: Mechanised Bakery, Vermicelli, Ice Creams, Coffee Roasting & Grinding, Modern Rice Mill, Flour Mill, Bran Stabilising Unit, Huller Mill, Aerated Water, Chips, Pappad, Chilly Powder, Tamarind Powder, Milk Products, Arecanut Plates, Beaten Rice, Puffed Rice.

B) Textiles & Garments: Wool Weaving, Readymade Garments, Hosiery Products, Mat Weaving, Silk Realing, Silk Twisting, Embroidery Works, Handloom & Tailoring Houses.

C) Wood based Industry: Wooden Furniture, Photo Frame Shop, Building Material & Carpentary Shop

D) Printing & Stationery: Screen Printing, Paper Bags, Printing Press, Mini Offset Printing, Book Binding, Card Board Box. 

E) Leather & Rexin Products: Rexin Travel/School Bags, Leather Foot Wear.

F) Rubber & Plastic Items: Tyre Retreading, Polythene Bags, Welded Plastic Articles, Blow Moulded Plastic Containers, Injection Moulded Items, Plastic Chairs. 

G) Chemical & Allied Products: Camphor Tablets, Cleaning Powder, Wax Candle, Distilled Water for Automobiles, French Polish, Reprocessing Of Plastics, Redoxide Primer, Activated Carbon From Coconut Shell, Naphtelene Balls, Phenyl, Bleaching Powder, Agarbathy. 

H) Coir Based Industries: Coir Repairing, Coir Defibering, Coir Mattress & Coir Products ( Door Mats, Cushion …etc.) 
I) Glass & Ceramics: Flooring Tiles, Country Bricks, Pavement Tiles. 

J) General Engineering: Steel Furniture, Fabrication Workshop, Agricultural Implements, Sprayers, Rolling Shutters, General Engineering, Motor Rewinding, G.I.Milk Cans, Black Smithy, Sheet Metal Fabrication, Iron Hinges, Tractor Trailors. 

K) Job Works/ Repairs & Servicing: Auto Service Station, Repairs Of Electrical Goods, Repair & Servicing Of Cell Phones, Repair Of Leather Goods, Repair & Servicing Of Watches, Computer Maintenance & Servicing, Valcanising, Pathological Labs, X ray Clinic, DTP Centres.
